We are now planning cooking experiences

for t he chil dren
experience they enjoy as well as assisting
in developing their math skills, social skills
& self -help skills.
Projects
Spring and Gardening Project - During Sep-

tember the children participating in a group
project about spring. This was introduced to
the Wombats and Squirrels from an interest
observed outside. The children would collect
flowers from their own garden and bring them
to kindy. They also played in the sandpit col-
lecting grass, leaves, dirt and weeds. The chil-
dren demonstrated imagination, co -operative
social peer interactions and language develop-
ment. The bug hunts were great fun. This was
always a positive social experience, and carers
used this to teach the children a variety of
academic and educational lessons.

After brainstorming with the children about
the different things they would like to do, we
implemented a variety of activities making
sure that each indivi
needs were met. Some of these activities in-
cluded painting their own plant pots, children
choosing different herbs to plant, painting
our gardens from home, making a scarecrow,
planting grass heads, watering our gardens,

singing songs, reading books and discussing a

variety of topics in group and individual situa-
tions.
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During this project the children were exposed
to many different learning areas, carers incor-
porated parents goals for their child using crea-
tive learning methods, and assisted the chil-
drends devel opment for

Dinosaurs - We are just starting this project
based on an interest shown by a number of the
children. We will explore bones, fossils & other
animals by foll owing

We are encouraging children to develop self
help skills by providing for self choice of activi-
ties, encouraging children to care for & look af-
ter toys/belongings & assisting at meal times.

There is now a lunch time helper system in our
room. The children love seeing their name on
the chart to help for the day. It has proved to
be great for helping them to understand turn
taking.
